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Program Structure

The Master of Education program is of two years 
duration with four semesters and 45 credits in 
total. Students have the two options to study, i.e., 
(1) Coursework plus Research and (2) Research. 
All the students are required to complete 33 
credits of coursework consisting of 11 Core 

of the program. In the fourth semester, the 
students can select either Educational Planning 
and Management or Teaching English as a 
Foreign Language as their major (specialization). 
Students opting Coursework pus Research have 
to study two Core Major Courses (6 credits) and 
write a Research Project (6 credits) in the fourth 
semester besides the study of 11 Core Common 
Courses. But the students having Research option 
have to write a Master Thesis, which consists of 
12 credits, in the fourth semester along with the 
study of 11 Core Common Courses.
